JUDGING

The Keep Downey Beautiful Committee will coordinate
teams of judges, which will take place in May. Each team
will consist of representatives from local civic organizations.

Award winners from the last three years are not eligible for
nomination.

All winners will be recognized at an awards reception
held on June 7, 2007.

HOME BEAUTIFUL

Home Beautiful winners will be selected based on the fol-
lowing criteria: Exhibit pride in their home; excellence in
exterior home upkeep and maintenance, and show creative-
ness.

HOME IMPROVEMENT

A photograph before repairs is required for this category.

Home improvements include painting, landscaping, drive-
way repairs, garage doors, awnings and additions. Only
improvements completed within the last 18 months, which
greatly improve the exterior appearance of the home, will be
considered.

MULTI-FAMILY UNITS

Residential units which are zoned for Multi-Family housing.
Examples are: apartment houses, senior citizen complexes,
and condominiums.
