Dear Mr. Caton:

Many challenges lie ahead for our Community, our City, and our Police Department. The City
faces unprecedented economic difficulties and we are prepared to make operational
adjustments accordingly.

Our priority remains fighting crime. In light of current fiscal constraints, we are reviewing
existing procedures to ensure efficiency and effectiveness. We will not conduct business as
usual; we are embracing this opportunity to reassess our operations.

Traditional crime remains a concern, but with the forethought of our City leadership, the Police
Department has been able to maintain staffing levels to proactively address and overcome
issues directly affecting the quality of life in our community. Generally, in times of economic
downturn, crime increases. However, with the hard work and diligence of all our Department
members, we have seen a reduction in crime by 9% from 2008-2009.

Beyond the boundaries of long-established policing methods are challenges resulting from the
exponential growth of technology and its use by criminals. In order to protect our Community,

we are implementing new programs designed to impact crimes related to computers and other
technologies. Using state-of-the-art equipment, we will strive to aggressively focus on criminal
activity dealing with child predators, identity thieves, narcotics traffickers, and others who exploit
the World Wide Web for their criminal enterprise. These crimes are complex to investigate and
prosecute. Jurisdiction issues, sophisticated equipment, evidence gathering, experience and
extensive training are a sampling of the issues impeding local law enforcement agencies from
handling these crimes.

Nevertheless, we are committed to overcoming these obstacles so that we may protect those
who live and work in our City. The Downey Police Department will aggressively chart a course
of action to ensure that we are well equipped and trained to stop the predators engaging in
these menacing activities.

Our officers will continue to respond to calls for service and will provide the best assistance and
protection possible; investigators will arduously investigate crime to bring justice and closure

to its victims; and, our staff will work diligently to ensure that the City of Downey receives the most
professional law enforcement available anywhere.

Year in Review

The Department held its 15th and 16th Citizen Academy classes during 2009, educating 37
interested and involved citizens. This all-inclusive, 12-week program meets once a week and

is designed to share first-hand information about the operation of the Downey Police Department.
Class members receive hands-on training from Police personnel, and are taken on several field
trips including a visit to the Downey Superior Court where the class interacts with court
staff and receives a : tour of the courthouse. 5

Department personnel attended a total of 14,094 hours of training, including 4,858 hours of state
POST certified training and 3,516 hours of in-house training.

Our Detective Bureau remains diligent in fighting the
ever increasing crimes of Fraud. On October 20th,
Downey detectives conducted a “sting” operation at the
Downey Landing resulting in the arrest of a 51 year-old
female resident of Downey. The female had represented
herself as an employee of NBC Studios and claimed to
have the ability to provide contract services for the studio.
She requested a substantial amount of money from the
victims, supposedly to conduct background investigations
and complete the hiring process of new employees. After
being alerted to the fraud, Downey detectives conducted
the sting and arrested the suspect. It is believed she stole
close to $10,000 from at least two different victims.

In the latter part of 2009, the entire Police
Department, both civilian and sworn, had _
the privilege of an all-day training
session presented by Mr. Gordon
Graham. As indicated in the photo,
Mr. Graham's training is never '
boring! His unique and humorous
style drive home the essential
points of ethics, risk management
and customer service. Mr.
Graham is a former California
Highway Patrol Captain and a /
civil attorney specializing in

public safety issues.

Investigators with the Special Enforcement Team conducted 95 background investigations;
subsequently, 22 new employees were hired, with 15 of those for police officer positions.

With the vast increase of computer technologies
being integrated into our law enforcement
operations, the Department has recently
added an officer to the Systems
Management Section. Virtually all
police employees use technology
daily to perform their respective jobs.

The Information Systems

Officer is a specialized and skilled
position focused on maintaining,
enhancing and creating software
systems for all the various functions
performed by Police Department members.







During the 2009 calendar year the
Downey Police Department
Communications Center received
approximately 139,950 telephone calls.
Of those incoming calls, 40,468 were
received via the 9-1-1 emergency
telephone system. As a result of the

telephone calls into the Communications
Center, police personnel were
subsequently dispatched on 82,654
calls for service. Also during the 2009
calendar year, the Downey Police
Department arrested 3,691 adult
offenders and 954 juvenile offenders

for a total of 4,645.

In 2009, the City of Downey established an Administrative Citation Program. Similar to a parking
citation, the purpose of the program is to enforce municipal code compliance without the necessity of
judicial intervention. This successful program encourages more timely compliance and reduces public
nuisance issues.

Training Officers

The Field Training Program is an 18-week on-duty course for our new Police
Officers, whether a new academy graduate or a lateral coming to us from another
police agency. The program is divided into six phases with a different training officer
for each phase. Trainees are assigned a parent officer and four additional training
officers. The parent training officer is assigned the first and last phase. Having several
training officers allows the trainee to receive a well-rounded training experience.

In addition to reinforcing the training received in the academy and familiarizing the
trainee with Downey Police Department policies and procedures, the program'’s goal is
to impart our Department philosophies of service and community. The select officers
who are chosen to be a part of the Field Training Program have proven to meet the
highest standards in job knowledge and professionalism.
